#Burnable garbage(clothing, futons, tatami mats, wooden furniture, etc.)

(1) Large wasteloads can be processed directly at the Clean Center (30 yen for every load up to 10kg).
The processing fee is paid in cash at the Clean Center window, so you do not need to use designated bags or designated stickers.
(2 If you cannot carry the waste yourself, please ask a city-certified specialist for help (please note that this service is not provided for free).
